“The Raymond Danowski Poetry Library Reading Series Presents: Joy Harjo” will
feature the US poet laureate in an online reading, open to the public at no
charge. A member of the Mvskoke (Muscogee or Creek) Nation, Harjo is the first
Native American to hold the position.

Emory University was founded in 1836 on the historic lands of the Muscogee
(Creek) people, 15 years after the First Treaty of Indian Springs (1821) through
which the US government acquired this area of land from the Muscogee Nation.
After this treaty, many Muscogee people relocated to Alabama, and were then
forcibly removed to present-day Oklahoma on the Trail of Tears in 1836. Harjo's
poetry directly engages these histories of removal, displacement, dispossession,
loss, resilience, and resistance.

The first Native American
U.S. poet laureate, Harjo
will begin a rare third term
this fall. She is also a
musician,
memoirist and member
of the Muscagee
(Creek) Nation.
